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Use Standard Bracket

Use 90 Degree Bracket
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Start by examining the front left bolt/nut that
holds the passenger seat down. If the bolt is
vertical, choose the Standard Bracket. If the
bolt is horizontal, choose the 90 Degree
Bracket.

NOTE: You may need to adjust the seat to gain
access to the bolt/nut

Place the Mounting Stud onto the chosen
bracket and secure it using the Mounting Stud
Fastening Screw and Washer. Secure tightly
using a 12mm socket wrench

NOTE: The Mounting Stud and brackets have
corresponding bumps and holes, be sure to
line these up before fully tightening the
Mounting Stud Fastening Screw.

With the appropriate socket, loosen the front
left passenger side seat bolt/nut. Place the
bracket between the loosened nut/bolt and
the vehicle’s floorboard. Firmly tighten the
seat nut/bolt back down to secure the bracket
to your vehicle. If the seat bolt is to short, use
the supplied Seat Bolt Extention and Washer.

To secure the Main Support Arm to the Mounting
stud, open the bottom clasp by opening the
Securing Lever out.

Place the bottom clasp over the Mounting Stud
and secure it by closing the Securing Lever.

NOTE: If the clasp seems loose when the Securing
Lever is closed, you may need to adjust the tension
of the clasp. Open the Securing Lever and screw in
the Tension Nut one revolution. Close the Securing
Lever again. If the clasp is still loose, repeat this
step until the clasp is tight.

This mount is infinately adjustable. There are 2
Adjustment Knobs and 3 Securing Levers, all
which are points of adjustment. It may take
several adjustments of each point to obtain
optimal device viewing.
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
